1. Full Paper (Peer-Reviewed, Oral Presentation)
Deadline: 20 December 2025, by 11:59 PM (GMT+4) 
Length: 5–8 pages
Format: Academic Proposal Format Instructions and Template (PDF)
Important Note: Submissions must be anonymized.
When submitting a proposal for the Paper and Panel tracks, please leave any fields with personal information (e.g., Author Name, Affiliation, Location, Country, Contact Emails, and Author(s) Biography(ies)) as “anonymous.” Personal information will be requested again after the peer-review process, with further instructions provided individually.
Review and Criteria:
Full papers will be double-blind peer-reviewed by at least 2 anonymous independent reviewers from the International Program Committee (IPC) and ranked based on research quality, originality, relevance to theme and ISEA, and potential impact. Committee chairs, with directors, make the final decisions of acceptance and rejection based on anonymous reviewers’ recommendations.
Outcome:
Accepted full papers may be expanded after comments are received. They will be published in the symposium proceedings and will have an assigned presentation time at the symposium. Rejected full papers may be accepted as posters or panel submissions.

2. Short Paper (Peer-Reviewed Oral Presentation)
Deadline: 20 December 2025, by 11:59 PM (GMT+4)
Length: 2–4 pages
Format: Academic Proposal Format Instructions and Template (PDF)
Important Note: Submissions must be anonymized.
When submitting a proposal for the Paper and Panel tracks, please leave any fields with personal information (e.g., Author Name, Affiliation, Location, Country, Contact Emails, and Author(s) Biography(ies)) as “anonymous.” Personal information will be requested again after the peer-review process, with further instructions provided individually.
Review and Criteria:
Short papers will be double-blind peer-reviewed by at least 2 anonymous independent reviewers and ranked based on research quality, originality, relevance to theme and ISEA, and potential impact. Committee chairs make the final decisions of acceptance and rejection on the basis of the IPC’s recommendations.
Outcome:
Accepted short papers will be published in the symposium proceedings and will have an assigned presentation time at the symposium. Rejected short papers have the possibility to be accepted as poster submissions.

3. Panel Discussion (Peer-Reviewed)
Deadline: 20 December 2025, by 11:59 PM (GMT+4)
Length: 2–4 pages
Format: Academic Proposal Format Instructions and Template (PDF)
Content: Title, abstract, topic overview, and list of 3–5 proposed participants
Important Note: Submissions must be anonymized.
When submitting a proposal for the Paper and Panel tracks, please leave any fields with personal information (e.g., Author Name, Affiliation, Location, Country, Contact Emails, and Author(s) Biography(ies)) as “anonymous.” Personal information will be requested again after the peer-review process, with further instructions provided individually.
Review and Criteria:
Panel proposals will be double-blind peer-reviewed by at least 2 anonymous independent reviewers and ranked based on quality, relevance of the theme and ISEA, originality, and impact. Committee chairs, with directors, make the decisions of acceptance and rejection based on the IPC’s recommendations.
Outcome:
Accepted panel discussions will take the form of moderator-led groups of 3–5 experts responding to questions on the selected topics. Abstracts of accepted panels will be published in the symposium proceedings and will be assigned presentation time at the symposium.

4. Poster / Demonstration
Deadline: 20 December 2025, by 11:59 PM (GMT+4)
Length: Max 2 pages
Format: Academic Proposal Format Instructions and Template (PDF)
Outcome:
Abstracts of accepted posters will be published in the symposium proceedings and will be displayed on a wall space (with electricity and internet connectivity by request) at the symposium venue. Authors of accepted posters will be requested to stand by at their assigned location during a scheduled poster tour at the Symposium.

5. Institutional Presentations
We welcome proposals for Institutional Presentations from communities working on matters pertaining to the theme of ISEA2026 symposium. These proposals will be selected by academic chairs, based on their relevance to contemporary trends, developments, and debates at ISEA2026 and beyond.

Length: Max 2 pages
Format: Academic Proposal Format Instructions and Template (PDF)
Review and Criteria:
Institutional presentations are selected based on their relevance to the ISEA2026 mission, by the organising committee members.
Outcome:
Institutional Presentations will each have 10-minute presentation slot during the symposium, along with designated space for presenting posters, brochures, banners, and other relevant materials. If the presentation requires specific accommodations for larger-format demonstrations or displays, please specify these requirements in the proposal.
Note: Institutional presenters are not eligible for discounted registration fees.

6. Artist Talks
We invite artists to share their practices and processes through engaging presentations.
Deadline: 20 December 2025, by 11:59 PM (GMT+4)
Length: 2–4 pages
Format: Academic Proposal Format Instructions and Template (PDF)
Include: Links to appropriate documentation materials
Review and Criteria:
Selected by the chairs and directors.
Outcome:
Accepted artist talks will be scheduled for presentation at the symposium.

Abstract
The Proceedings of the International Symposium on Electronic Art will be compiled from electronic manuscripts submitted by the authors.  This paper provides brief style instructions that will facilitate high-quality, consistent, proceedings. The title “Abstract” should be 10 point, bold type, centered at the beginning of the left column. The body of the abstract summarizing the thesis and conclusion of the paper in no more than 200 words should be 9 point, justified, regular type.

Keywords
The title “Keywords” should be 12-point, bold type, centered at the beginning of the left column. Using 10 points, justified, regular type, write up to ten keywords that highlight the main areas of your essay’s content. 
 Introduction
Your essay heading should be 12-point, bold style, centered. Your body text should be 10 points, justified, and single space. The first sentence after the heading begins without a paragraph indent like this paragraph.
	The second and subsequent paragraphs are indent by 10 points. Do not leave double space between words or paragraphs. This sample shows a 10-point Times New Roman text. Times New Roman is the font to be used throughout the essay.
	The ISEA2026 submission must be PDF (Portable Document Format) files formatted for 8-1/2'' ´ 11'' paper.
Word Processing Software
As detailed below, ISEA has prepared and made available a Microsoft Word template and a LaTeX template for use in formatting your paper. If you are using some other word processing software, please follow the format instructions given below and ensure that your final paper looks as much like this sample as possible.
Length of Papers
A variety of paper lengths will be accepted under different categories. Please note that submission lengths must be all inclusive (including references, biographies, and acknowledgements).
Full paper submissions can be 5-8 pages in the ISEA2026 template format.
Short paper submissions can be 2-4 pages in the ISEA2026 template format.
Posters and Demos (as extended abstracts) submissions can be up to 2 pages in the ISEA2026 template format.
Panel submissions can be 2-4 pages in the ISEA2026 template format.
Artist talk / Work-In-Progress can be 2-4 pages in the ISEA2026 template format.
Institutional presentation submissions can be up to 2 pages in the ISEA2026 template format.
For artistic works, performances, workshops please use the other appropriate templates.

Layout
Print manuscripts from two columns to a page, in the manner in which these instructions are printed. The exact dimensions for pages are:

· left and right margins: 0.75''
· column width: 3.31''
· gap between columns: 0.38''
· top margin—first page: 1.25''
· top margin—other pages: 0.75''
· bottom margin: 1.25''
Format of Electronic Manuscript
For the production of the electronic manuscript, you must use Adobe's Portable Document Format (PDF). Additionally, you must specify the American letter format (corresponding to 8-1/2'' ´ 11'') when formatting the paper.
Blind Review 
All submissions in the academic call will be reviewed in a double-blind manner.  Please do not include your affiliation and anonymize the text to keep your identity secret.
Title and Author Information
Center the title on the entire width of the page in a 16-point bold font. Below it, center the author's name(s) in a 12-point bold font, and then center the address(es) in a 9-point regular font. Credit to a sponsoring agency can appear in the Acknowledgment Section described below.

Abstract
The title ``Abstract' should be 10-point, bold type, centered at the beginning of the left column. The body of the abstract summarizing the thesis and conclusion of the paper in no more than 200 words should be 9 points, justified, regular type.
Text
The main body of the text immediately follows the abstract. Use 10-point type in Times New Roman font.
	Indent when starting a new paragraph, except after major headings. 
Headings and Sections
When necessary, headings should be used to separate major sections of your paper. (These instructions use many headings to demonstrate their appearance; your paper should have fewer headings.
Section Headings Print section headings centered, in 12-point bold type in the style shown in these instructions. Your body text should be 10 points, justified, and single space. Do not number sections.

Subsection Headings Print subsection headings left justified, in 11-point bold type and mixed case (nouns, pronouns, and verbs are capitalized). They should be flushed to the left. Your text should be 10 points, justified, single space. Do not number subsections.
Subsubsection Headings Print subsubsection headings inline 10-point bold type. Do not number subsubsections.
Special Sections You may include an unnumbered acknowledgments section, including acknowledgments of help from colleagues, financial support, and permission to publish.
	The references section is headed for “References,” printed in the same style as a section heading. A sample list of references is given at the end of these instructions.  Note the various examples for books, proceedings, multiple authors, etc. 
Footnotes
If footnotes are necessary, place them at the bottom of the page in a 9-point font. Refer to them with superscript numbers.[footnoteRef:1] Separate them from the text with a short horizontal line.  [1:  This is what a footnote looks like. Try to avoid using them!] 

Quotations and Extracts
Indent long quotations and extracts by 10 points at left margins. 
Acknowledgements

References
The title “References” should be 12 point, bold style, centered. Editorial standards adhere to the guidelines set by the Chicago Manual of Style, 16th ed. References should be 9 point, regular type. List them in numerical order immediately after your essay. The numbers should be cross-referenced within the essay, with numbers placed at the end of the sentence in square brackets, with a space after the full stop, as shown at the end of this sentence. Bibliography
The title “Bibliography” should be 12 point, bold style, centered. Using 9 point, regular type, list your bibliography in alphabetical order by family name, after the references. The difference between a reference list and a bibliography is that in your references, you list all the sources you directly referred to in the body of your writing - in numerical order, whereas a bibliography includes an alphabetical listing of all those authors and sources that you have consulted while writing your essay. Use the same format as for the references otherwise.
Author(s) Biography(ies)
The title “Author(s) Biography(ies)” should be 12-point, bold style, centered. Using 9-point, regular type, biographies should be no longer than 150-word count.
